Analysis of curriculum coverage
	When reviewing the mapping tables, the achievement standard sentences have been addressed throughout the sequence of units. It is, however, noted that achievement standard sentence 2 does not have as much repeated exposure, in comparison to other sentences: 
They recall how Drama is created and presented across cultures, times, places and other contexts, including the work of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples.
This achievement standard sentence has been addressed in unit 3.1 ‘Our story’ – identity and will require students to examine the diversity of cultures within Australia, including those of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples. 
There will be a focus on ensuring that the achievement standard and content description is appropriately addressed, with depth, to ensure students have a comprehensive exposure to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Peoples’ culture and perspectives in drama. 



Next steps
	The implications of the analysis of the curriculum and evaluating the gaps in achievement standard and content descriptions is to ensure that adequate time is provided to complete unit 3.1 ‘Our story’ – identity. Where required and unexpected interruptions occur to the academic program, additional weeks should be reallocated to ensure the integrity of the curriculum isn’t compromised. 
The curriculum appropriately addresses each strand, and further opportunities could be provided to assess the achievement standard sentence ‘experiment with the elements of drama when devising drama or interpreting scripts’. This could be assessed through additional written assessment tasks and folio submissions.
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
