As such, most teaching and learning units will support the development of multiple macro skills. It is up to the teacher to determine which macro skill(s) are the focus of a particular assessment.
Some achievement standard sentences describe a progression of increasing complexity (for example, one achievement standard sentence may describe students using words, phrases and then sentences). Due to this, some teaching and learning units may address only some part(s) of the achievement standard sentence.
Each individual teaching and learning unit may address one or more achievement standard sentences (in part or whole).
Every achievement standard sentence must be addressed one or more times across all the listed teaching and learning units for a band.

Where are there gaps in the content description coverage?

Has each achievement standard sentence been addressed appropriately? Where are there gaps in the achievement standard coverage?
Have students had the opportunity to show evidence that they are progressing towards the achievement standard? 
Consider:
Are all content descriptions equal? Do you think they all take the same amount of time to teach? 
Is anything being over-taught?
Is anything being missed completely or given insufficient attention?

Achievement standards and content descriptions coverage:
1. Achievement standards: All sentences are addressed, ensuring alignment with curriculum goals.
2. Content descriptions: Fully covered but vary in the depth of teaching required, with some topics consuming more instructional time than others.

Key observations:
1. Over-taught content
· The food topic spans 3 units: ‘Let’s eat: My favourite food’, ‘Celebrate my culture and traditions: Festival food’ and ‘Let’s eat: Role-play’.
· This repeated focus may lead to overemphasis, potentially at the expense of other topics or skills (e.g. Chinese Arts have not been explicitly mentioned or explored). This includes significant cultural elements such as traditional painting, calligraphy, music or opera, which could enrich cultural understanding and address achievement standards related to cultural exploration.

2. Broad but underperforming topic
· The ‘My language, my culture’ topic is too broad, making it challenging to connect directly to multiple achievement standard sentences in the Levels 7 and 8 band.
· The lack of specificity could dilute its impact and miss opportunities for meaningful student outcomes. 


Next steps
	The following questions could be used as prompts for next steps:
What implications would gaps in achievement standard coverage have on assessment?

1. Streamline the food topic.
Combine or connect units: Merge elements of ‘festival celebration’ from Unit 7.7 and ‘festival food’ from Unit 7.5 into a single unit to reduce redundancy.
Shift focus: Use the freed-up time to reinforce underemphasised topics or explore new areas.

2. Refine the unit ‘My language, my culture’.
Targeted achievement standards: Identify specific standards this topic can address, ensuring measurable outcomes.
Project-based learning: Consider using student-led projects to explore personal connections between language and culture, fostering deeper engagement.
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
