	Semester 1 (Terms 1 and 2)
	7.1 Learning Chinese: A new way of thinking
A new way of writing and speaking, Pinyin, tones, Hanzi and numbers 0–10, lucky/unlucky numbers.
	7.2 My personal world: This is me
Telling someone my name, nationality, age and grade.
Describing physical appearance and personality.
	7.3 My classroom: My teacher says
Greetings: different words for different times, polite way to greet people, class routines and instructions, classroom objects.
	7.4 My home: Describing my home
Describe home/house using adjectives; introducing accommodation features using 有 .
My ideal home – making drawings of inside a house, my favourite place.

	
	Semester 2 (Terms 3 and 4)
	7.5 Let’s eat: My favourite food
Food and drinks vocabulary; familiar Chinese food in Australia; favourite and popular Chinese dishes; talking about likes/dislikes; expressing gratitude for food (e.g. 好吃).
	7.6 Australia and Chinese-speaking countries and regions
Comparing geography, national anthems, flags and native animals.
Identifying popular landmarks, cities.
	7.7 Let’s celebrate: Festivals and celebrations
Important festivals, months on the lunar calendar, stories/myths, decorations and customs; learning expressions (e.g. 新年快乐).
	7.8 My hobbies: Sport
Talking about activities, different verbs matched with sports activities (e.g. 打, 踢), frequent radicals (扌, 足, 氵),
traditional Chinese sports.

	Semester 1 (Terms 1 and 2)
	8.1 Myself and my family
Describing family and friends, extended family members.
Simple descriptive sentences/measure words for people, pets, family occupations and workplaces.
	8.2 My language, my culture
Influence of geography on language, culture; dialects; borrowed words (e.g. 咖啡).
	8.3 Places I like to go in my neighbourhood
Describing neighbourhood facilities using prepositions of places (e.g. 在 … 旁边 / 前面), local environment using descriptive expressions.
	8.4 My class and school environment: Daily routine
Talking about subjects and timetable, days of the week, telling the time.
School facilities on a map; Chinese school daily routine.

	
	Semester 2 (Terms 3 and 4)
	8.5 Celebrate my culture and traditions: Festival food
Learning about food and expressions associated with festivals, symbolic meaning and customs. How to wrap dumplings and make moon cakes using playdough/magic clay.
	8.6 Recreation, routines and responsibilities: A day at home
Describing rooms and activities; planning dates, times and activities; comparing leisure time/activities.
	8.7 Holidays/travelling: What’s in my suitcase
A trip to Beijing – packing luggage (clothes, seasons/weather, money), necessary items, getting around (map, directions, timetable).
	8.8 Let’s eat: Role play 
Ordering, buying and negotiating food choices, expressions, using appropriate measurements, numbers, collective numbers, quantity; using dining etiquette.

	Semester 1 (Terms 1 and 2)
	9.1 Celebrate my culture and traditions: A festival at school
Planning and organising a special festival at school – New Year, Spring Festival.
Analysing the impact of celebrations on local communities.
	9.2 Myself and other families: Different types of families
Traditional versus contemporary – four generations under one roof.
Chinese family policies and their influence, traditional family values/hierarchy.
	9.3 Living in the 21st century: Different languages and cultures
Talking about opinions and experiences to do with own language and culture – differences and similarities.
	9.4 My home and neighbourhood: Types of residences
Different types of residential places in the city and country. Environmentally friendly approaches to living, electric cars and recycling.

	
	Semester 2 (Terms 3 and 4)
	9.5 Holidays/travelling: My last holiday
Talking about experiences – places, activities, comparing attitudes to travel patterns. Evaluating – what would I do differently and why?
	9.6 Eating out: Visit a Chinese restaurant
Planning an outing, using time verbs (e.g. 先 … 再 … 最后 / 第一… 第二 … 第三),
organising transport and providing/following directions.
	9.7 Class and school environment: Comparing schools
Vocabulary and grammar for comparing, giving and justifying opinions, advantages and disadvantages of different education systems, Chinese education philosophy.
	9.8 My memories: Talking about the past
Important influences and events using frequency terms, 
past 过、了, expressions related to time and tense.

	Year 10
	Semester 1 (Terms 1 and 2)
	10.1 School life: The best of both worlds
Imagining the features of ‘my ideal school’ uniform, lunches, rules, lessons and use of technology.
	10.2 Understanding myself: Friendships
Importance of friendship; how social media influences relationships – apps, social media, tech language, discussing personal choices.
	10.3 Australian/Chinese connections
Planning and talking about student exchange programs and school trips, sister school profile, homestay observation, cultural workshops.
	10.4 A trip to a Chinese-speaking country or region: Sightseeing
Describing landmarks. A real or imagined trip to tourist spots within a given budget, calculating unit conversions (e.g. 澳币to 人民币), talking about impressions.

	
	Semester 2 (Terms 3 and 4)
	10.5 Living in the 21st century: Globalisation 
Exploring changing traditions in weddings, dietary habits, clothing, festivals, parenting, education, entertainment and lifestyle.
	10.6 My home, my neighbourhood, my world: Caring for the environment
What can I do? Personal and social actions, responsibilities, environmental protection measures – saving water, recycling, volunteering, global warming.
	10.7 The significance of celebrations and festivals
List examples of changing values – digital red envelopes, comparing Chinese and Western festivals: Qingming versus Halloween.
	10.8 Planning for the future: Employment
