Science as a Human Endeavour (H)
In this strand, teaching and learning focuses on ‘why’ science matters and ‘who’ is involved in science. Students can be invited to consider the social, ethical  
and environmental impacts of scientific work, and explore the roles of individuals and communities in scientific progress.
